Dover Township’s Lead and Copper sampling results of 2007 showed that both Copper and Lead levels are below EPA action levels (1.3 ppm Copper) and (0.015 ppm Lead).  In addition, Lead was not detected in any of the 2007 samples.  These results indicated that Dover Township’s water is non-corrosive and lead free. 
However there remains the possibility that some older homes (built before the mid-1980’s) could still test positive for lead   This is due to lead solder being used for plumbing before it was banned in 1986. 


Although our water is considered non-corrosive, it is still advisable for all public water customers and all homeowners on private wells to flush their lines (15 to 30 seconds) at the tap before using water for drinking or cooking when the faucet has gone unused for more than six hours.
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
