Re-Organization Meeting:

Attorney Miller called the 2025 Re-organizational meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

The following slate of officers were nominated: R. Stone as Chairman, S. Stefanowicz as Vice Chairman, Vice Treasurer, and Vice Secretary, M. Miller as Treasurer, and no one for Secretary (due to B. Boyer’s resignation), the same being all positions previously held in 2024 – except for a vacancy at Secretary.  All nominees accepted their nominations.  The members unanimously approved such nominations.  
B. Newbould motioned to nominate Buchart Horn, Inc. as Engineer, with D. Shirk as its representative and MPL Law Firm, LLP as Solicitor, with C. Miller as its representative.  The motion was seconded by M. Miller and unanimously approved.  
The Authority Board acknowledged the meeting schedule as follows (which had already been approved and advertised): meetings to be held on the 4th Wednesday of each month at 6:00 p.m. at the WWTP, with the November and December meetings being held on the 3rd Wednesday of those months (Nov. 19th and Dec. 17th), at the same time and place. 

The re-organizational meeting concluded at 6:02 p.m.

S. Stefanowicz called the authority meeting to order for January 2025 at 6:02 p.m. 
Minutes: M. Miller made a motion to approve the December 2024 meeting minutes as submitted. The motion was seconded by B. Newbould and unanimously approved.
Financial Report:  No report.  
Engineer’s Report: D. Shirk provided an Engineer's Report for late December through early January which is filed with these minutes and incorporated herein by reference.  D. Shirk provided an update on the status of the requisitions.  The following requisitions were submitted for payment: 

· DT-INFLUENT 11 in the amount of $594.00 to Buchart Horn, for engineering services for the Influent Project (this is the 16th draw on the 2021 bond fund).
· DT-JOINT P2 28 in the amount of $612.00 to Buchart Horn, for engineering services for the Joint Interceptor Phase 2 Project (this is the 17th draw on the 2021 bond fund).
B. Newbould made a motion to approve the above requisitions as submitted. The motion was seconded by M. Miller and unanimously approved.  

D. Shirk reported that Buchart Horn was waiting for the draft NPDES permit from DEP after follow-up submittals on Jan. 15th.

D. Shirk also reported that the updated boundary plan for the potential acquisition of some of the Brillhart property would be delivered in the next week.

Treasurer’s Report: M. Miller submitted the January 2024 financial report, which is filed with these minutes and incorporated herein by reference.  M. Miller provided general highlights on the reports and the balances held in various accounts.  
Plant Operator’s Report: C. Jordan discussed the December-January 2024-5 operator’s report, which are filed with these minutes and incorporated herein by reference.  Outside of the report, C. Jordan reported on continued on-going maintenance, including the manufacturer’s maintenance on the bar screen, which provided a noticeable difference and improvement in its operation.  He also reported that the two newly hired employees had passed their respective CDL exams and were now licensed.  
Collections Report (by Utilities Superintendent): The Utilities Superintendent’s collection report was provided for December-January and is incorporated herein by reference.  C. Hamme introduced Stanley Jett as the new Utilities Superintendent due to reorganization within the Public Works Dept.  S. Jett generally provided highlights of the report.  
Public Works Report:  No report other than updated on the Route 74 water main replacement project to commence in the near future (which is not an Authority project but impacts the sewer system). 
Solicitor Report: No report.
