Attending Were: R. Stone, B. Newbould, S. Stefanowicz (Authority Members), C. Mitchell, C. Jordan (Plant Superintendent), C. Billet (Asst. Superintendent), T. Lang (Acting Solicitor), D. Shirk (Engineer), and S. Jett (Utilities Superintendent).
Minutes: R. Stone stated the members attending the Jan. meeting lacked a quorum (at the present meeting), and inquired as to whether the Authority could approve the minutes from that meeting. T. Lang stated that without a quorum present those minutes could not be adopted. 
R. Stone inquired if the Authority could amend the agenda for the evening in order to consider the appointment of C. Mitchell to the Authority. T. Lang advised that amending the agenda required twenty-four (24) hour notice, or the decision will require post advertisement. R. Stone agreed to table the consideration until March, after being properly added to the March agenda. 
Financial Report:  Report provided, which is filed with these minutes and incorporated herein by reference, but no discussion occurred.   
Engineer’s Report: D. Shirk provided an Engineer's Report for late January through early February which is filed with these minutes and incorporated herein by reference.  D. Shirk provided an update on the status of the requisitions.  The following requisition was submitted for payment: 

· DT-INFLUENT 12 in the amount of $396.00 to Buchart Horn, for engineering services for the Influent Project (this is the 18th draw on the 2021 bond fund).
B. Newbould made a motion to approve the above requisition as submitted. The motion was seconded by S. Stefanowicz and unanimously approved.  

D. Shirk reported that Buchart Horn was waiting for the NPDES permit is currently under review by the DEP.
D. Shirk also provided an updated boundary plan of the Brillhart property which provided potential areas the Authority may consider discussing purchase of with Mr. Brillhart. R. Stone stated he would contact Mr. Brillhart to see if they would like to attend the March Authority meeting to become involved in the discussion. 

Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer’s report was provided, which is filed with these minutes and incorporated herein by reference, but no review occurred in M. Miller’s absence.   
Plant Operator’s Report: C. Jordan discussed the January 2025 operator’s report, which are filed with these minutes and incorporated herein by reference.  Outside of the report, C. Jordan reported on continued maintenance to the bar screen. He reported that the Authority has passed two of four necessary sewer “fish” tests. C. Mitchell inquired into which municipalities the Authority serves. D. Shirk explained that based on the drainage/gravity, the Authority provides services for Manchester, Conewago, West Manchester, and Dover. 
Collections Report (by Utilities Superintendent): The Utilities Superintendent’s collection report was provided for January 2025 and is incorporated herein by reference.  S. Jett generally provided highlights of the report.  
Public Works Report:  No report.
Solicitor Report: No report.

New Business:  S. Stefanowicz made a comment that the Authority as been reviewing new sewer and water regulations which may eventually alter the current standards. No action at this time, but simply an update.
